Truth:
We can, by Jesus’ grace & the Spirit’s power, O God.

Three misconceptions about “the Law” in the Bible:

1. Objection: “We don’t have to obey the Old Testament, do
we?” But...

the Old Testament was the whole S for the
earliest Christians. (Acts 17:2)

2. Objection: But didn’t Jesus annul all the Law?

No, Jesus F the Law. (Matthew 5:19)

3. Objection: But since we’re under grace, we don’t have obey.

God wants us to obey for His G and our B
(2 Corinthians 7:1)
