(for small group discussion or personal reflection) 

Ephesians 4:11-16 – June 2, 2024 

 

1. “Growing up into the head” sounds pretty funny. But if you 
consider how a child normally has a larger head-to-body ratio 
than an adult, that an adolescent body “catches up” to its 
head, it’s a visual metaphor for growing up. What is something 
you learned that made you realize you were maturing? 
 

2. Through words and actions, the apostles, prophets, 
evangelists, shepherds, and teachers speak the truth in love 
(v15). v14 tells us what is prevented and what is the result? 
 

3. What happens when the truth is not spoken in love? Is it 
received? What is the unspoken message in that? 

 
4. Paul taught Titus to teach what in Titus 2:1? What makes a 

teaching “sound”? (Use a dictionary or other resource to help, 
if needed.) 
 

5. v16 coveys an interesting possibility. If the whole body of 
Christ grows “as each part does its work,” perhaps one reason 
we stop growing is related to our service. Why might this be? 
 

6. v16 tells us from Jesus, “the whole body… builds itself up in 
love.” Who has a part in this work? Do you know God’s part for 
you in this season of your life?
